For all this activity, the nurse has provided us with brooms, mops
and pail. We only prepared the garbage plastics and wiper cloth. The sweeping and mopping were

Description:

The objective of this activity is to expose new vocabulary to the children. This activity also
can boost their confidence to speak in English. Other than that, the children can enhance their
speaking skills with our guidance.

The first activity was the ice breaking game which is called the “rusty telephone”. Firstly,
the children and SPAS students were divided into 3 groups. In each group, we assigned 2 of spas
students to be the leader of the group. We have prepared a piece of paper for each group that
consists of a long tongue twister phrase. When the first person received the paper, they have to
quietly memorize the phrase for 2 minutes. When the time is up, the person will whisper the phrase
that they have memorize to the next person and the next person will have to memorize it too for 2
minutes without looking at the original paper.

Description:

The objective of this activity is to expose students with university lifestyle. This programme
also wants to encourage students to further their studies as we know that form 5 participants would
finish their school this year. In this programme, there are five games. The main objective if these
games are to improve their confidence level, critical thinking and creativity.
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The first thing that we do is ice breaking. We divide the students into 6 groups. Each of the
groups at least has 10 students and each of groups has 3 students from SPAS as their facilitator.
For the first activity, we asked them to create their group's name and cheer so they can discuss and
at the same time it creates bonding among them.

Next, focus game. For this game, each group will get one sentence. Then, all of them will
lines up. The last person will memorize the words (1 min only), then they will pass the words. The
last person that received the words will gather at the stage and need to tell the words. We have 2
rounds for this game. The first round is easier than the second round. Duration for these games is
30 minutes. There is one group that manage to get all the words correctly.

Our second game is critical thinking. Each group will get 9 plates and 4 skewers. The plates
represent the dots and skewers will represent the lines. They only can use 4 lines to connect all
nine dots. Duration for this game is 10 minutes. There is one group manage to get the answer as
soon the game started because one of their members have played this game. This game is done less
than 10 minutes and because of that, we teach them a cheer.

The third game is teamwork. We give them ropes. They need to tie the ropes at their waist
and need to put the pencil in the middle. They must put the pencil in the bottle and only the leader
can give instruction. This game took about 30 minutes. This game also has 2 rounds which first
round is easier than the second round. For the first round, we just put the bottle nearby with their
group but the second round, we put the bottle further away from them and all the members need
to close their eyes except the leader.

At 10.30am until 10.50am, we had a break. We gave them bread and water for their break.
At 11 am, all students were gathering back at the hall.

For the last game, it involved creativity and time management. All of them need to create
a building as tall as they can, have function and stable by using newspaper. Before starting, we
gave each team 2 minutes to discuss what building they want to create. After that, this game will
start with the leader first. Leader only has 1 minute to create the building (all teammates just
watch). After 1 minute, other members can continue making the building except for the leader.
The leader can give instruction. Duration time for this game is 15 minutes. After 15 minutes, each
group leader brings their building to the in front and explains about their building.

As a conclusion to the games we called one person from each of the group to explain what
all these activities. Next, after play all the games, we had a sharing session from Nur Farhana bt
Mat Roze, Ng Jia Shin, Syahirah Syafina bt Shafee, Loveline Ubung Martin and Safina Jihan
Amani. All of them have a different path before entering the University of Malaya. Farhana took
a diploma, Jia Shin took STPM, Syahirah entering matriculation, love entering asasi and Safina is
an international student. Their share their experience, pro and cons. The purpose of this sharing
session is to help the students to choose what path they want after SPM.

Lastly, we SPAS student do the performance which is Merdeka dance. All the students
follow our steps and they seem to enjoy.

From homestay to Laman Baroh, Bendang Besar in Kampung Gajah, we took around 15 minutes
for preparation. We arrived at the destination safely at around 3.15pm. The villagers were already
waiting for us and gave us a warm welcome when we reached. According to the briefing from the
president of Village Community Management Council (MPKK), Encik Kamil Bin Sidon, we had
separated into 3 groups. The first group consisted of all boys where they were responsible for
outdoor cleaning. For the other two groups, it consisted of girls where they would be going to
cleaning surau. For me and other four committee members, we were waiting for youth and sports
officer, Encik Payrol for his arrival and arrangements. It took around an hour for gotong-royong
from 3.30pm to 4.30pm and all SPAS students were treated a tea break. At the same time, we had
got ready for the props in that selected area. Thanks to Encik Payrol bin Makasuf and his team for
their assistance.

The first game was started at around 4.45pm with ‘Bursting balloon’. In this telematch, five
groups consisting of SPAS students and villagers joined. For each group, it consisted of 4
members. The first member from each group had to run to opposite to blow the balloon until it
burst, then ran back to his or her original position. The second member continued the game after
coming back of the first member. The game began after making crystal clear instructions to the
participants. The winner was the group that completing the tasks with the fastest speed. The name
of the winner’s representative was recorded for the purpose of prize giving ceremony.

Next, the second game was named ‘Spoon with Ping Pong Ball’. This game was constructed to
test the balancing and focusing of participants. There were five groups in total, each with 7
members. The first participant was required to hold the spoon with ping pong ball in his or her
mouth and went to the opposite side and made the back to the original position. The second
member from the particular group would continue the game until all members had carried the ping
pong ball. If the ping pong ball fell down, the participant had to pick it up and continue the journey.
The winner of the group was taken according to the speed for completing the tasks.

For the third game, we had played ‘Coconut Bowling’. The game was similar to bowling, but
the coconuts were used instead of bowling balls. For the bowling pins, we used small plastic bottles
as a substitution. To add more weight, the bottles were filled with water. The coconut had made
the bowling game more difficult to complete. The tasks needed a lot of patience and
communications among the group members. There were 5 groups as well with 5 members in a
group Throughout this activity, we can learn how to reuse plastic bottles and utilize the natural
products in the environment, which were the coconuts. We could conserve and preserve the
environment if each and every one of us was willing to take action.

After that, we proceeded to the fourth game, which was ‘Filling Bottle with Water’. In this
game, sponges were used to absorb as much as water in small pails, then ran straight to the endpoint
to squeeze the water into big plastic bottles. The highest water level in the plastic bottle would be
considered as the winner of the group. The duration of this game is about 5 minutes. The group
members were arranged as previous, which consisted of SPAS students and villagers.

Lastly, we managed to conduct the final sports event named as ‘Balloon Love’. This game
required high communication and understanding skills among team members. The group members
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had to line up and space apart among themselves. Without looking to the back, the participant had
to throw a water balloon backward and the teammate behind would try the best to catch the water
balloon. The group who managed to pass the water balloon to the last member with the most
amount of water balloon would be considered as the winner. This game went smoothly until we
got the same result where two teams having the same amount of water balloons. In order to search
for the first runner up, we continued the game with the remaining water balloons.

Prize giving session was held after the sports event. | became an emcee to announce the winners
for each of the activities. For the first runner up, they will get 3 sets of Tupperware with plastic
bottles. Whereas for second runner up, they will get a recycling bag full of snacks and sweets. A
big thank you to Encik Kamil and Dr Rosazlin for willing to give out the presents. The prizes were
selected to achieve the concept of reuse, reduce and recycle. It was hoped that all of the villagers
could aware of the pollution of the environment and work together to save our mother planet. We
enjoyed the program so much. After the sports event, we cleaned the surrounding area before we
left. We had the opportunity to plant the the coconut seedlings as well!

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10.0 ISSUES AND CHALLENGES

1. Weather
The weather in Perak was very unpredictable. We faced challenges in distributing the
donations during Kunjungan Kasih because it rained so heavily. Besides that, during
Kampung Gajah Sports Day it was very hot and made everyone feel so low in energy and
not wanting to take part.

2. Time and the villagers’ commitment.
Both issues were related as some events especially during activities at night which got least
attention from the villagers. For example, during “Oh My English!”, some of the SPAS
students had to walk around the neighbourhood to find participants. We were also running
out of time.

3. SPAS students preparation
The lack of preparation can be seen during Cultural Night’s performance which was very
stressing. The outfits were not followed according to plan but luckily some of us had back
up outfits to be worn by other people.

4. Promote activity
The promotion of each activity was not enough and resulted in the low number of
participants for certain activities involving the villagers of Kampung Gajah.

5. Invitation of VIPs
Sudden call off from VIPs to attend and officiate the Opening and Closing Ceremony.

11.0 ACHIEVEMENT

The Social Engagement Programme organized by first year SPAS students has brought
many impacts to the students and villagers of Kampung Gajah, Perak. We managed to enhance
many skills such as leadership, communication and many more which are very important in facing
the reality of being a university student. We strongly believe that each and every one of us has
higher confidence level compared to before.

Besides that, we were able to understand the meaning of giving back to the society. It is
very important that the feeling of sympathy and empathy to be instilled in every student. This can
be showed through the ‘Kunjungan Kasih’ activity where we visit the less fortunate families and
see how they survive in such condition. It is also an eye opener for us to be grateful and thankful
with the things we have and avoid any wastage.

Next, we are happy that the ‘Road To University’ activity definitely brought impact to the
students of SMK Dato Seri Maharaja Lela. Up until now, many of the students are still in contact
with some of the SPAS students. The students took the opportunity to ask further questions
regarding preparation of SPM, advices and life after SPM through social media like Instagram and
Whatsapp. We are able to guide the students in their plans to further their studies. We can see that
they really needed our help in exposing them on university lifestyle, courses and many more. The
SMK Dato Seri Maharaja Lela students were very happy and grateful to have us as their older
sister and brothers and also their role model mainly because we represent the number one
university in Malaysia, University of Malaya.

The EARTHducation activity has also created awareness among the pre-schoolers in
identifying the recycling bins and the use of it. Although it was very challenging to handle them
and most of them do not really know how to read yet but we strongly believe that through
observation and hands on learning carried out by us, they were able to understand better.
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Other than that, our Social Engagement Programme also received collaboration with the
Health Department of Perak Tengah District along with APM, PDRM, JPNIN and a dental clinic
in organising a Anti-Dengue Programme for the villagers. We really felt like it was a huge deal to
have an activity involving big organisations. We were able to see how they too engaged with the
villagers.

Another achievement was through the Cultural Night on the third day. We were able to
show the villagers of Kampung Gajah performances from different cultures. For example, the
Saman dance lead by our Indonesian students, Safina Jihan Amani and Darin Mikaila and the
Sumazau dance lead by Scholastika Juis. The students from China also performed two Chinese
songs. The villagers who came were amazed by our performances. We were also stunned when
watching a performance by the Marhaban group of Kampung Gajah due to their spirit and energy.
It was sort of an exchange of talents during that night and it was indeed a night to remember.

Lastly, the Kampung Gajah Sports Day, everyone had gain the awareness of importance in
exercise in order to keep a healthy lifestyle and also the importance of teamwork when working as
a team. We were able to create a strong bond with the villagers of Kampung Gajah through this
activity because everyone from different ages and background were involved. The Tok Sidang
even let us plant a few coconut trees as a token of appreciation and memories for us to come and
visit Kampung Gajah again in the future.

Aktiviti Public Speaking turut dijalankan
di mana beberapa orang peserta yang bertuah berdiri di hadapan
dan bercakap tentang topik yang diberikan. “Oh My English!”
mendapat sambutan yang amat memberangsangkan.

Pada keesokkan harinya, aktiviti yang dinamakan
EARTHducation dijalankan bersama 60 pelajar pra sekolah di
SK Dato Sagor di mana slot ‘3R’ dilaksanakan. Pendedahan
tentang kepentingan kitar semula, mengenalpasti warna dan
fungsi tong kitar semula dan aktiviti seperti membuat ‘origami’
menggunakan suratkhabar serta mewarna turut diadakan. Target
demografik pra-sekolah adalah bertujuan untuk memberi
pendedahan tentang penjagaan alam sekitar pada usia yang
kecil.

Mahasiswa Universiti Malaya berharap bahawa dengan
memberi bantuan dari segi barangan berserta sokongan emosi,
keluarga-keluarga ini akan berasa bahawa mereka tidak
dilupakan oleh masyarakat dan sedikit sebanyak mengurangkan
beban mereka.

Aktiviti bersama para pelajar sekolah menengah turut
dijalankan yang dinamakan Road To University. SMK Dato Seri
Maharaja Lela mengalu-alukan kehadiran kami, pelajar SPAS
UM. Aktiviti-aktiviti yang dijalankan adalah berkonsepkan
